►► Jalen Hurts is the second NFL QB since 1950 with 800+ passing 
yards (847) and 200+ rushing yards (238) in their first 4 career 
starts, joining Robert Griffin III with Washington in 2012 (1,070 
passing, 234 rushing). Hurts is the only player in that span to re-
cord multiple games with 300+ passing yards and 50+ rushing 
yards within their first 4 games as a starting QB.

►► Miles Sanders has produced career highs with 867 rushing yards 
and 6 rushing TDs this season. Sanders ranks 3rd in the NFL in 
rushing average (5.3), trailing only Aaron Jones (5.6) and Nick 
Chubb (5.5), and 6th in rushing yards per game (72.3) (min. 150 
attempts). He is the first NFL player with 3 rushing plays of 70+ 
yards in a single season since 2012, when Jamaal Charles, Chris 
Johnson and Adrian Peterson each accomplished the feat.

►► Brandon Graham has totaled 8.0+ sacks in consecutive seasons 
for the first time in his career (team-high 8.0 through Week 16).  
He is one of only three NFL players with 8.0+ sacks, 13+ TFLs  
and 2+ FFs this season, joining T.J. Watt and Haason Reddick.
