1956 NFL CHAMPIONSHIP GAME 
Sunday, December 30, 1956, at New York 

Yankee Stadium.  Attendance - 56,836 
The Giants set the tone of the game early, when Gene Filipski 
returned the opening kickoff 53 yards to the Chicago 38 and New 
York scored in four plays. Mel Triplett got the TD off left tackle from 
the 17. Two plays after the next kickoff, Andy Robustelli recovered 
Rick Casares’ fumble on the Bears’ 15 to set up a 17-yard field goal 
by Ben Agajanian. Later in the quarter Jimmy Patton intercepted an 
Ed Brown pass and returned it 28 yards to the Chicago 36. That set 
up Agajanian’s second field goal from the 43 and a 13-0 New York 
lead after one quarter. Then the Bears turned the ball over on downs 
at their own 43. The Giants covered the yardage in six plays with 
Alex Webster running in from the three. Trailing 20-0 the Bears 
finally got a break when Emlen Tunnell fumbled a punt and John 
Mellekas recovered on the Giants’ 25. Chicago scored in five plays 
when Casares ran for a 9-yard TD. New York responded with  a 5-
play, 72-yard drive with Webster crashing over for the final yard. A 
50-yard Conerly to Webster pass was the big play in the drive. 
Before the half ended, Ray Beck blocked Brown’s punt and Henry 
Moore recovered it in the end zone for another New York TD. The 
Giants led 34-7. In the third quarter Conerly’s 67-yard pass to Frank 
Gifford set up a 9-yard scoring pass from Conerly to Kyle Rote. 
Agajanian missed the extra point but New York led 40-7 after three 
quarters. Gifford, who caught 4 passes for 141 yards, scored the last 
TD when he took a 14-yard pass from Conerly.
