WHAT TO WATCH FOR

13-1 Philadelphia owns the best record in the NFL and is 
13-1 for just the second time in team history, having 
previously done so during the 2004 campaign.

The Eagles rank 1st in the NFL in turnover differential 
(+12) and are tied for the fewest giveaways (13). They 
also rank 2nd in the league with 25 takeaways.

The Eagles have won a club-record-tying 9 straight 
away games (also 2000-01 and 2003-04). Philadelphia 
is the only undefeated team on the road this year.

QUICK HITS

	► DeVonta Smith is 15 receiving yards shy of tying his career high 
(916 in 2021). He is also 99 yards away from reaching 1,000+ 
yards for the first time in his career. Smith and A.J. Brown, who 
only needs 1 receiving TD to match his career high (11 in 2020) 
would be the first 1,000+ yard receiving duo in Eagles history.

	► T.J. Edwards is just 6 tackles shy of tying Alex Singleton (130 in 
2021) for the most by an Eagle since the 1994 season.

Philadelphia, which leads the NFL in passing defense 
(172.4 ypg), is the only team that has not allowed 250 
passing yards in a single game this season.

Philadelphia allows a league-low 4.72 opponent yards 
per play. It is the Eagles’ lowest total allowed through 
14 games since the 2008 campaign (4.46).

Philadelphia averages 29.4 points per game, which 
ranks 2nd in the NFL and marks the Eagles’ highest 
figure through 14 games since 2017 (31.3 ppg).
